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PROBLEMS OF ANTI-CORRUPTION POLICY IMPLEMENTATION
IN UKRAINE

In the period of the full-scale invasion of the Russian Federation into
Ukraine and martial law throughout the territory of our country, it is especially
important to prevent manifestations of corruption. This entails negative
consequences, despite the already critical situation in the country. This is what
determines the relevance of this topic.

Many scientific developments are devoted to the issues of combating
and preventing corruption in state authorities, in particular: the works of
V. Gvozdetskyi, E. Nevmerzhitskyi, R. Kalyuzhnyi, V. Kozak, M. Melnyk,
V. Nastyuk, M. Rudenko, E. Skulish, O. Khmary, etc. However, it remains
expedient to develop applied mechanisms to prevent corruption in state and local
self-government bodies [1, p. 2].

The lack of results in the systematic fight against corruption leads to public
despair, a decrease in investment attractiveness, and the desire of European and
world foundations to work with Ukraine at various levels. Constant corruption
scandals and the lack of political will in the fight against corruption lead to the
rejection of Ukraine on the sidelines of civilization, and the reduction of
opportunities for geopolitical, economic and other breakthroughs of the state.
Anti-corruption in Ukraine is complicated by the fact that corrupt relations have
become widespread at all levels of state power and management, in the political
process in general. Almost all branches of government and power institutes, local
self-government bodies are affected by it. The effectiveness of anti-corruption
decisions made at the highest state level is reduced due to their deliberate blocking
or neglect [1, p. 3-4].

One of the most important factors in overcoming corruption is the attitude of
the population to this problem. According to the results of studies conducted in
Ukraine in recent years, more than half of the population is inclined to commit
corruption offenses if this can contribute to solving the problem [2].

It is obvious that the effectiveness of the implementation of the anti-
corruption policy in Ukraine and the corresponding anti-corruption measures, as
well as the implementation of the provisions of the current anti-corruption
legislation, remains quite low and ineffective. Therefore, we believe that among
the most important directions of scientific research aimed at preventing, countering
and investigating corruption crimes in Ukraine should be the following: "Criminal-
legal, criminological and forensic principles of combating corruption”, "Corruption
and state security: world practice and Ukrainian realities” and "Social request for
preventing and countering corruption™ [3, p. 39].

Therefore, Ukraine needs the development of new strategies and reforms
that will be related to combating corruption. Since corruption is a systemic
phenomenon, it does not exist separately in a certain sphere of social life, therefore
it is necessary to approach its overcoming systematically.
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
