our learning should have our industry in mind. This will make us even more
prepared for a job in the field!

Being fluent in a professional English language opens up the door to a
variety of job opportunities not available to a common job candidate. These
opportunities exist in marketing, transportation, administration, sales, retail,
banking, education, law, communication, public relations, tourism and government
— to name just a few. Not surprisingly, most corporations need employees who are
able to speak professional English.

However, being able to speak professional English, and having experience in
the field of occupation make it possible for employees to promote his or her
workers, and obtain higher level positions. Larger companies need managers who
can travel overseas to close deals and oversee operations. Smaller companies need
multilingual employees who can help explore new business opportunities in
foreign countries and establish new operations overseas without hiring an expert or
an entrepreneur for these purposes.

Being able to speak a foreign language fluently, however, is the best option.
It provides the greatest job security, wages and advancement opportunity.
