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Unfortunately, sport has long been transformed from the ideal concept of 

Pierre de Coubertin into a way to enrich and fight for authority. This can apply to 
both high-achievement sports and law enforcement martial arts. 

In the modern world of sports there are many types of martial arts. Many of 
them aspire to become sports. Other martial arts, on the contrary, already being 
sports, are intensively looking for the scope of their application, for which they 
make their technique universal and adapt to the specifics of the functioning of 
selected applied practices. The third group of martial arts itself is born of these 
applied practices, is an organic complement to them and does not seek either sports 
specialization or universal or general use, remaining in the field of service or 
military purpose. All these groups of martial arts are often called «applied martial 
arts», while having a fundamentally different social status, specificity and degree 
of implementation in the sports process. 

Participation in competitions is important for improving the level of service-
applied martial arts of law enforcement agencies. However, even in law 
enforcement agencies there are corruption in the field of sports, which violates the 
rules of fair play (Fair Play), and negatively affects the development of service-
applied martial arts in general. 

A special rule that provides for criminal liability for corruption in the field of 
sports is Art. 369-3 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine (hereinafter – the Criminal 
Code of Ukraine). 

As noted by A.V. Savchenko and O.V. Kryshevych reference in Art. 369-3 of 
the Criminal Code of Ukraine to the Unified calendar plan of physical culture and 
sports activities of Ukraine is ambiguous [2], because it does not include all high-
ranking competitions, let alone other competitions. K.P. Zadoya also confirms that 
this significantly limits the anti-corruption potential of the prohibitions provided for in 
Art. 369-3 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine [1, p. 149], with which we fully agree. 

If we take into account the Unified calendar plan of physical culture and 
health and sports activities of Ukraine for 2020, for example, the section of sports 
events in non-Olympic sports, namely martial sambo, jiu-jitsu and MMA. We can 
see that not all competitions held in these sports are included in the list. This is 
evidenced by the calendar plans of sporting events for 2020 posted on the official 
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websites of sports federations. And this is unacceptable, because these 
competitions are held not only at the Ukrainian but also at the international level. 
We see that acts of corruption at international competitions can negatively affect 
not only the country’s image, but also international relations in the field of sports. 

Given the above, we see the urgent need to provide criminal liability not 
only for illegal influence on the results of official sports competitions provided by 
the Unified calendar of physical culture and sports activities of Ukraine, but also 
for other sports competitions that are not included in the Unified calendar plan. 
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Боротьба – найдавніший вид спорту, що сприяє вихованню гармонійно 
розвиненої людини. Вітчизняні борці досягали й досягають найвищих 
спортивних результатів на змаганнях різних рангів, що є результатом найвищої 
майстерності наших тренерів й атлетів. Фізична, технічна, тактична, 
психологічна й теоретична підготовка борця проявляється в його атакуючих 
діях, від ступеня досконалості яких залежить успіх виступу спортсмена на 
змаганнях. Отже, атакуючі дії в греко-римській боротьбі слугують своєрідною 
призмою, через яку переломлюються всі сторони підготовки спортсменів. 
Техніка – це основа майстерності в спортивній боротьбі, вона багато в чому 
визначає її можливості, що викликає значний інтерес фахівців до проблем 
питання технічної підготовки борців греко-римського стилю. У спортивній 
боротьбі виділяють атакуючі, контратакуючі, захисні й інші дії. Атакуючі 
служать основним засобом досягнення перемоги в спортивному двобої [1].
