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FEATURES OF APPOINTMENT AND CONDUCT OF FORENSIC
EXAMINATION IN THE INVESTIGATION OF OFFENSES
COMMITTED AGAINST LIFE AND HUMAN HEALTH

The practice of appointing forensic examinations in the investigation of
beatings has a certain specificity in the organization of expert research. The
appointment of forensic examinations is due to the fact that in accordance with
the criminal law for the qualification of crimes against health, including
beatings, it is necessary to establish the severity of harm to the health of the
victim.

In determining the mechanism of beating play an important role: small
scratches, abrasions, bruises, which are often not specified in medical
documents at the initial examination by a doctor. At expert research these
damages are significant, first of all, for definition by the investigator (coroner)
and court of structure of a criminal offense.
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At the same time, we must not forget that persons who have been beaten
or other acts of violence are provided with medical care, and the injuries change
over time and heal. This is another circumstance that must be taken into account
by the investigator (coroner) when appointing a forensic examination in cases of
this category and when evaluating its results.

Opportunities for forensic examination of material evidence in criminal
cases of beatings, unfortunately, are not fully used, although they could provide
significant assistance in the investigation. When causing damage to objects used
as instruments of crime, as a result of a collision with the body of the victim, as
a rule, overlays are formed in the form of traces of biological secretions (blood,
sweat), tissue particles. However, in the study of criminal proceedings on
beatings, it was found that the study of biological secretions on the instruments
of a criminal offense are not assigned [1].

For example, gr. And, while intoxicated, in the course of another scandal,
she struck her mother-in-law S. several times on the head with a hammer for
processing meat, thus causing her physical pain. In this criminal case, during the
inspection of the scene, the coroner confiscated a brown gown belonging to the
victim, which was attached as evidence by the protocol of inspection of objects,
and the brown spots remained unexplored.

On the victim's clothes, in addition to blood and traces of weapons, it is
possible to combine them with the suspect's hair, saliva, body and fibers (in
contact with these persons). In this regard, it is necessary to pay attention to the
traces of struggle in the areas of clothing that came into contact with the body
and clothing of the offender; on them first of all various microobjects and the
above-named traces are probable.

In the forensic examination of the detected overlays, it is possible to
determine, for example, which of several similar items were damaged or injured.
Practice shows that the particles of overlap are stored on objects even after these
objects have been exposed to various influences: washed, wiped, were in the
ground, used in work. Microparticles, despite this, are found in various
depressions, dry up and are difficult to wash off. Of particular importance in the
inspection of the scene in cases of beatings is the detection and further forensic
examination of traces of blood, not only its group and sex, but also the
mechanism of formation of traces, which often, as practice of investigation of
beatings, is not taken by investigators and authorities. inquiry [2].

For forensic medical examination in cases of beatings, material evidence
and documents obtained during other investigative actions provide invaluable
assistance. Thus, the expert may be provided with medical documents (most
often - medical history, medical and trauma card, who received beatings, X-rays,
such as - nasal bones, much less interrogation protocol of physicians and district
doctors, etc.), instruments of criminal offenses found in conducting an
inspection of the scene or search, protocols of investigative actions.

It is also necessary to record the presence of traces of biological

substances on clothing: blood, semen, urine, saliva, feces, etc., because their
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type, shape, direction, size, color, location, the degree of impregnation of tissue
allows to draw appropriate conclusions [3].

Thus, forensic examination and preliminary research are the most
important procedural forms of using special knowledge, which are crucial in the
process of evaluating evidence in the detection and investigation of beatings,
especially at the initial stage. Determining the severity of injuries, as well as the
study of weapons and the mechanism of beatings are undoubtedly interrelated.
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
