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PROBLEMS OF LEADING QUESTIONS IN INTERROGATION
TACTICS

Human rights and freedoms enshrined in the Constitution of Ukraine are
of the highest value. And enshrining in other legislative acts the principle of
protection of human and civil rights and freedoms increases the responsibility of
law enforcement agencies and courts for the implementation of their tasks. First
of all, this applies to criminal proceedings, the main purpose of which is to
protect the rights, freedoms and legitimate interests of participants in criminal
proceedings, as well as to protect persons from illegal and unfounded
accusations.

The effectiveness of such activities is largely determined by the quality of
legislation and the use of statutory procedural actions aimed at collecting and
examining evidence in criminal proceedings and ensuring the rights of its
participants. Among such actions, without which no criminal proceedings can be
imagined interrogation, because it is one of the most common investigative
(investigative) actions and occupies a special place among the statutory methods
of proving circumstances relevant to criminal proceedings.

However, currently the potential of the system of ensuring the rights and
