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LEARNING AND DEVELOPMENT ACROSS THE LIFESPAN

Human Development Index (HDI) is a standard tool for the overall
comparison of the living standards of different countries and regions. The index was
developed in 1990 and is published in annual reports within the framework of the
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UN Development Program. Three indicators are taken into account when calculating
the HDI:

Life expectancy.

Literacy rate of the population (average number of years spent on education)
and expected years of schooling.

The standard of living, measured by Gross National Income (GNI) per capita.

As a result, expected years of schooling are recognized as one of the key
indicators of human development. It is important to note that since 2010, not only
the level of education but also the duration of education is taken into account. This
reflects an emphasis on continuing education, or, in a more commonly used term in
recent years, lifelong learning [1].

Principles and Goals of Lifelong Education

Various terms are used to define the category of lifelong education. In
contemporary literature, you can come across such phrases as «adult education,»
«continuing education,» «further education,» «recurrent education,» which involves
alternating education with other activities, primarily work, «permanent education,»
«lifelong education,» and «lifelong learning (LLL).» Each of these terms highlights
a specific aspect of the phenomenon, but the common idea is the lifelong
incompleteness of education for adults.

The concept of LLL has evolved over time. In the 1970s and 1980s, lifelong
education was oriented toward providing underprivileged segments of the
population the opportunity to change their status through increased education. In the
early 2000s, lifelong education was primarily seen as a means of adapting the
workforce to rapid technological changes. Today, the concept of LLL emphasizes
personal growth motives. Surveys conducted among citizens of EU countries have
shown that 70 % of respondents expressed a desire to learn. Additionally, 80 %
believe that education should improve their professional lives, while 72 % believe it
should enhance their personal lives [3].

Recognizing the importance of lifelong education for human development led
to the modernization of European education policy in the early 21st century. The
Lisbon Summit of the Council of Europe in March 2000 adopted the «Memorandum
of Lifelong Learning.» The Memorandum emphasizes that lifelong education should
become the main policy of civil society, social unity, and employment. The
definition of lifelong education includes obtaining degrees and diplomas in one’s
free time, professional courses, including those for personnel qualification
improvement, adult education, and further education. The Memorandum also
defines six principles of lifelong education [4].

Ukraine’s legislation on education defines promoting sustainable societal
development through the preparation of a competitive human capital and creating
conditions for lifelong education as among the fundamental principles of state policy
[4]. Lifelong education in Ukraine is not yet developed systematically. The
Ukrainian law «On Extracurricular Education» does not address this issue in any
way as it does not regulate the integration of extracurricular education into the
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overall education system of the country, leaving aside critical issues of quality
assurance, and recognition of informal education. There is no official statistics on
this matter, no specific concepts, and programs. Lifelong learning is taking a
prominent position in global educational processes, making it extremely important
for Ukraine to take effective measures to catch up in this field.

Affirmation of the concept of «lifelong education» in the European
educational space. Lifelong learning entails increased investments in people and
knowledge, acquiring essential skills, including digital literacy, and the proliferation
of innovative, more flexible forms of education. The goal is to provide people of all
ages with equal and open access to quality education. The Council of Europe has
established lifelong learning as a fundamental component of the European social
model. Such learning is not confined to the realm of education; it is also a critical
factor in employment, social security, economic growth, and competitiveness [3].

In the humanitarian, social, and economic spheres, the national security of the
Ukrainian state demands adequate responses to these challenges. The issue of
lifelong education can be conditionally divided into two main areas. The first is
related to the establishment of a lifelong education system as part of social practice
(the socio-educational aspect of lifelong education). The second concerns the
process of individuals acquiring new life, social, and professional experience [2].
Therefore, in the field of adult education, there is a declared connection between the
principle of continuity of education and the principle of lifelong learning, along with
the formation of a knowledge society. This attempt aims to embed in the public
consciousness the mutual responsibility of society, the state, and the individual for
the development of educational processes.

Given the increasing diversity of cognitive and informational demands of
different segments of the population, it is impossible to satisfy them within the
framework of existing traditional forms of education. The problem of the mismatch
of the current education system with the new needs of society and individuals is
escalating [3]. This generates a demand for a different approach to the organization
of adult education—education that must correspond to the diverse interests and
capabilities of citizens, organically fit into their way of life, and consider the
specificity of the requests of various groups of the population. Lifelong education is
meant to increase the general level of knowledge and expand citizens’ participation
in the cultural, social, and political activities of the country. It should contribute to
the further democratization of society and enhance the individual’s position in
professional activities.

In these circumstances, a new perspective on the role and importance of
lifelong education that corresponds to contemporary educational needs is required.
There is an urgent need for the development of theoretically substantiated,
practically significant, and convincing conceptual approaches to the organization of
lifelong education in Ukraine. One of the most significant challenges in establishing
a lifelong education system is overcoming the stereotype of informal education as
inferior.
