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COMPARISON OF HIGHER EDUCATION DEVELOPMENT
IN UKRAINE AND THE USA

Let's start with the fact that a student who graduated from school can go to
study at a higher education. There are many ways to do this: universities, colleges,
and technical schools.

Some differences between education in Ukraine and America might seem
odd but they are just different.

In Ukraine standard for the training of qualified specialists of different
specialties establishes that the curriculum of preparation for the bachelor contains
four cycles of disciplines:

1) humanitarian and socioeconomic training;

2) natural science (fundamental training);

3) professional and practical training;

4) selective teaching disciplines.

At this number of academic disciplines, their list and distribution by
semesters are fixed. However, the difference in the degree of studying in US
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universities 1s to provide students opportunities to independently draw up their
curriculum and attend courses of their choice. Therefore, universities offer annual
special catalogs from list of training programs for bachelor's degree, Masters and
Doctors of Sciences in various specialties that contain the titles of academic
discipline, also they have short description of their content, as well as a list of
disciplines, compulsory for a diploma of a certain educational level. [1, p. 281]

Support by Ukraine of the Bologna Process has led the system of higher
education to the use of European credit transfer system. Frankly speaking, it's
worth knowing that history of development and introduction of credit units in the
European educational space there are several decades, while the US credit system
has more than an age-old history of active use in educational practice and has by
now proved its practical significance.

In the United States, the role of the Ministry of Education in most cases, is
to fund higher education institutions by providing scholarships for study students
and grants for research. While in Ukraine for students studying for government
order, training free. Except that, with successful training paid monthly scholarship
at the expense of the state. However, citizens have the right to study at their own
expense.

Unlike in Ukraine, there is no single university admission system in the
United States. Depending on the rank of the university, his placements and other
conditions for college admission to universities is carried out on a wide scale of
reception conditions - from the absence of a competition in general to the most
stringent criteria selection.

Students in Ukraine are not always obliged to do their homework or come
prepared for classes. and you don't need to read as many books as their peers in
America. The lecturer is usually the one who tells the students the content of the
topic. The lecturer in Ukraine do not ask students. Thus, the lectures are a
monologue of the lecturer without the participation of student conversations or
questions and answers. In US educational institutions, learning takes place not only
in an academic way, but also through a computer network. In this way, the teacher
at a certain time can check the system of independent work of each student, to hold
counseling. Some universities in Ukraine have such a system, so this is their
common feature.

In conclusion, the Model of Higher Education in the United States is
historically different from the Ukrainian one. In US universities there is no notion
of “compulsory subject”, “correspondence department”, “credit from the subject”.
The entire system of higher education is based on the concepts of “credit” — a
unique unit of scientific and practical training of students. Thanks to the credit
system, American universities can independently regulate their own academic
load. The University provides the minimum amount of credits a student must
receive for a semester so that this semester 1s enrolled. And in Ukraine, at the end
of the semester or academic year, students pass the compulsory exam [3].
