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TACTICAL FEATURES OF INTERROGATION OF JUVENILE 
SUSPECTS (ACCUSED) 

 
By its nature, interrogation is a complex multifaceted investigative 

(search) action, which often takes place in a conflict situation. A conflict 
situation is understood as a combination of circumstances of interests of the 
investigator (as a representative of the state) investigating a criminal offense and 
the interrogated person.  

A wide range of tactics aimed at overcoming the conflict situation has 
been developed. They can be used both separately and in combination. These 
techniques are tactical, logical, psychological and complex. In order to choose 
the most appropriate and effective, it is necessary to take into account the 
presence or absence of the interviewee's experience, data that compromise him, 
question the integrity or, conversely, indicate the positive qualities of his 
personality, obedience, integrity, sexual, physical , psychological and age 
characteristics. In this regard, the interrogation of juvenile suspects (accused) 
has certain features.  

The peculiarity of the interrogation of minors is not in the premature 
assessment of reliability, but in those methods, techniques, which, given the 
peculiarities of the child's development, can obtain from him the most complete 
and reliable information. level of knowledge, limited range of even generally 
accepted concepts, lack of proper experience, professional knowledge, elevated 
emotional state during perception and uncritical perception, inability to properly 
evaluate actions, a kind of slang, increased tendency to suggestion, fantasizing. 
All this must be taken into account when choosing tactics. [1] 
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The most important thing for the investigator is to establish psychological 
contact. And you need to start its installation at the stage of preparation, take 
into account all aspects that will affect the positive result: choosing a place, 
gathering as much detailed information about the person, the correct wording of 
questions.  

In which the minor lives and is brought up, to find out living conditions 
and upbringing, family composition, its living and material conditions, living 
environment, success of the minor, his interests, if possible private conversation 
with his acquaintances, to find out to what group he refers to learn about his 
behavior in school and at home.  

It is recommended to start the interrogation not even with a free story, but 
with a normal conversation. Note that juveniles summoned for questioning are 
in most cases in a state of mental stress, so it is important to identify the external 
signs of stress and try to relieve it. And it can be removed, for example, by using 
the following tactics: involvement in a conversation on a topic that is interesting 
to both the investigator and the juvenile and appeal to the positive qualities of 
personality.  

Thus, the use of tactics of establishing psychological contact will allow to 
organize conflict-free communication with a minor suspect (accused).  

Next, the interrogation should take the form of a free story, for which it is 
advisable to offer to start the story from the period of the previous event of 
interest to the investigator. At the same time, it is impossible to count on 
complete and logically structured readings. The so-called free story is often 
vague.However, it is necessary to wait for the end of this story, it is not 
necessary to prove for it, to hurry, to interrupt [2]. 

It should be noted that juveniles, due to insufficient development of 
logical thinking, lack of experience in the consistent and comprehensive 
presentation of any events, may have difficulty in clarifying the circumstances 
of the crime. And the task of the investigator in this regard is to, without 
informing the interrogated facts obtained from other sources, to help the juvenile 
to present his testimony in a logical sequence  

Another main feature of juveniles is that they even after making a 
decision to give true testimony, it is difficult to move on to this. They are ready 
to change their position, but do not know how to do it, so the investigator should 
not rush to the conclusion that the interrogated is lying. He should be advised to 
consider whether he should adhere to this position, and to explain to him the 
consequences of his chosen position and the most favorable options for the 
outcome of the case.  

The choice of tactics during the interrogation of minors depends on the 
specific circumstances of the case and the identity of the interrogated. The 
interrogation of juvenile participants in criminal proceedings requires the 
investigator to be prepared and to have tactics. Only the combination of these 
elements can bring the effectiveness of the interrogation. 
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ТАКТИЧНІ ОСОБЛИВОСТІ ВИКОРИСТАННЯ МЕДИЧНИХ 
ЗНАНЬ ПРИ ПРОВЕДЕННІ СЛІДЧИХ (РОЗШУКОВИХ) ДІЙ 

 
За допомогою судово-медичних досліджень можуть бути встановлені 

дуже важливі фактичні обставини кримінального провадження. 
Наприклад, при розслідуванні кримінальних правопорушень проти життя 
та здоров’я дані судово-медичних експертиз дозволяють встановити 
взаємозв’язок потерпілого і обвинуваченого в момент заподіяння тілесних 
ушкоджень, завданих ушкоджень, дистанцію пострілу. Найчастіше 
інформація, отримана судовими медиками при дослідженні об’єктів 
судово-медичної експертизи, не може бути отримана ніяким іншим 
шляхом, що робить судову медицину незамінною при розкритті та 
розслідуванні вищезазначених правопорушень.  

Відзначимо, що використання медичних знань при провадженні 
окремих слідчих (розшукових) дій неможливо уявити без взаємодії 
слідчого (дізнавача) з фахівцем в галузі судової медицини. Причому 
досить поширеним є твердження, що спільна діяльність слідчого 
(дізнавача) і фахівця, в ході якої останній здійснює виявлення, закріплення,
