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TEMPORALITY OF ENGLISH FOLKLORE
(ON THE MATERIAL OF JOHNNY CAKE)

An English folktale i1s a treasure of the whole world heritage. A folktale 1s
passed through generations from a grandparent to a grandchild, from a mother to a
daughter or a son. After children grow up they become adult and pass down those
folktales that they were listening to in their childhood to their children. A folktale
1s directly connected with temporality, in other words with time category. English
folktales cannot be written without temporal words.

There are a lot of various reasons that we move back and forward in time
when writing. As we do these movements in temporality we use words which are
called timing words or temporality words for expression of these movements.
Temporal words help to describe the story which were in the pastime. A reader is
given a relative understanding of when and where something takes place. They
also help writers clarify actions and emphasis the importance of various events.
The series of worksheets you will find on this page will help students understand
the correct usage of these words and phrases.

Temporality (tempora - temporal features) — the temporal essence of
phenomena, generated by the dynamics of their particular movement, in contrast to
those temporal characteristics that are determined by the relationship of the
movement of a given phenomenon to historical, astronomical, biological, physical
and other time coordinates.

In modern philosophical culture, the concept of temporality entered through
the existentialist tradition, in which the temporality of human existence is opposed
to things, alienated, quality less, obsessive, suppressive time. In
phenomenologically oriented sociology, as well as in psychology and cultural
studies, the concept of temporality is widely used to describe such dynamic objects
as personality, social group, class, society, value.

Temporality in literature is one of the essential elements. These words are
responsible for making statements strong so that readers can make a better sense
out of them. There are four basic kinds of temporary expressions you need to
know. There is always a mention of calendar time. The writer states a specific date
to tell the audience when exactly something happened.

Here some examples of temporality can be introduced to give examples of
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these basically types of temporary expressions using the example on the material
of the folktale "Johnny-Cake":

You watch the Johnny-Cake while your father and I go out to work in the
garden.

He didn’t watch it all the time.

Out into the road long before the little boy could catch him

The boy ran screaming to his father and mother. Soon

Who never stopped to look behind.

Who kept moving so fast.

By-and-by it’s repeated most often. Besides, we can see the commonly used
temporal words as when, while, all the time, before, after etc. It is not surprising
that there are not so many of them, because repetitions are inherent in folktales.
