інших справ, для яких пріоритетним є швидке вирішення справи». 
2. Частину 1 статті 274 ЦПК України викласти в такій редакції: «У порядку спроще-

ного позовного провадження розглядаються малозначні справи, справи незначної складнос-
ті та інші справи, для яких пріоритетним є швидке вирішення справи» [5]. 

Впровадження таких змін буде мати ефективний вплив на механізм захисту трудових 
прав працівників, оскільки виключення з відповідних статей ЦПК України посилання сто-
совно розгляду справ, що виникають з трудових відносин, у порядку спрощеного позовного 
провадження, сприятимуть розширенню процесуальних прав працівників та забезпечать 
право кожного на справедливий, об’єктивний і публічний розгляд його справи впродовж 
розумного строку незалежним судом, встановленим законом, гарантоване статтею 6 Конве-
нції про захист прав людини і основоположних свобод [6]. 

Крім того, такі зміни даватимуть суду можливість визначитися, чи слід розглядати 
трудовий спір у порядку спрощеного або загального позовного провадження – виходячи зі 
змісту частини 3 статті 274 ЦПК України та враховуючи також пріоритет швидкого вирі-
шення справи (згідно із частиною 4 статті 19 ЦПК України). 
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CURRENT STATE OF THE PENSION PROVIDING OF UKRAINE 
IN THE CONTEXT OF ECONOMIC SECURITY OF THE STATE 

 

Implementation of economic security is an important component of ensuring socio-
economic development of the country and building capacity for the necessary transformations. 
This is one of the most important national priorities. Economic security is a prerequisite for the 
country's economic development and for the well-being of its citizens. 

Economic security is the main component of the national security of the state. In the Con-
cept of Economic Security of Ukraine, it is considered as: 

- the ability of the national economy to receive its free and independent development and to 
maintain the stability of civil society and its institutions; 

- as sufficient defense potential of the country under adverse conditions and variants of de-
velopment of events, the ability of the Ukrainian state to protect national economic interests from 
external and internal threats [2, p. 6]. 

The essence of economic security lies in the fact that it is the material basis of national sov-
ereignty, which determines the real opportunities in providing other types of security [6, p. 129]. 
The components of economic security are: macroeconomic, financial, foreign economic, invest-
ment, scientific and technological, energy, industrial, demographic, social, food security [4, p. 27]. 

Today, retirement benefits are an integral part of economic security. Pension provision in 
Ukraine is an important component of the state system of social protection of the population and, 
of course, reflects the characteristic features of this higher system [5, p. 254]. The provision of 
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pensions should be understood as the constitutional guarantee of the state regarding the material 
maintenance of the population of Ukraine, which is related to the payment of monthly cash pay-
ments of pensions in connection with the onset of certain facts (disability, loss of breadwinner, old 
age) in the amount not lower than the subsistence minimum established the law   [3, p. 87]. 

Given the current state of the pension system, it should be noted that there are a number of 
factors that in turn negatively affect the functioning of the system and constitute a threat to the 
economic security of the state. The demographic situation in the state in the present conditions 
worsens and gradually turns into a crisis. 

There is a process of aging population, resulting in a change in the ratio of able-bodied and 
pensioners. Total deductions are not enough for saving the level of pensions. The amount of de-
ductions decreases because of the "late" indexation and the replacement rate (ratio of the size of 
the pension to the amount of wages) - is reduced [1]. 

All of these trends negatively affect the financing of retirement benefits and require the 
search for new sources of financial resources for these purposes; 2) macroeconomic state of the 
state (inflation, unemployment, economic crises, etc.). 

Taking into account the amount of insurance premiums depends directly on the value of the 
wage fund, in general low wages lead to insufficient revenues to the pension fund. The unsatisfac-
tory macroeconomic situation leads to a low level of income to the state budget of Ukraine, which 
makes it impossible coverage of the pension fund deficit at the expense of state funds. 

Another factor that negatively affects the development of the Ukrainian pension system is 
"concealment" of employee benefits. The concealment is that employers, by paying wages to their 
employees, hide it from taxation and do not pay contributions to social insurance funds. This is 
due, first of all, to a large "social burden" on labor payments to employees [7, p. 51-52]. 

So we will conclude that: 
- the economic security of the state - is the material basis of national sovereignty; 
- the state of the economy and institutions of power, which guarantees the protection of national in-

terests, the independence of the chosen economic course, the social orientation of economic reforms. 
An important condition for economic and social stability of the state is the provision of 

pensions to the population. But, given the presence of a number of factors that have negatively 
affect the functioning of the Ukrainian pension system and, in turn, poses a threat to economic 
security, we can say that today concrete measures are needed to reform the distribution relations; 
the state's social policy should be aimed at preventing and ending further decline in the level and 
quality of life of the population. 

In addition, there is a need to use rational methods of financial provision of the Ukrainian 
pension system.
